ce races down to the ground
floor of Coal Hill School. She
finds a dead soldier and grabs

his anti-tank rifle. Running outside, she
finds herself surrounded by three Daleks.
Ace crouches down and fumbles with

the rifle, knowing she will never be able to
load it in time. “Exterminate! Exterminate!
Exterminate!” the Daleks chant, aiming
their gun-sticks at her. Ace closes her eyes
and waits for the end.
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The Doctor suddenly appears with Sgt
Mike Smith and a squad of soldiers.
The Doctor activates the device he
constructed. It blasts out a stream of
multi-coloured pulses that interfere with
the Daleks’ control systems. Mike and
his men place charges on them and
everyone retreats. The Daleks explode.

Group Captain Gilmore appears. Mike
takes the Doctor’s device and the soldiers
head off into the school to search for

more Daleks. Rachel and Allison examine
the remains of one of the Daleks. The
Doctor peers into its casing and is
grabbed by the throat by a prosthetic claw.
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Allison grabs Ace’s baseball bat and
smashes it again and again into the
creature, killing it. “What was that?!” a
horrified Rachel asks. The Doctor notes
that this Dalek is very different to the one
that was destroyed in Totter’s Lane.

Ace lies on the ground, injured. Rachel
and Allison head down to the cellar while
the Doctor applies some pressure to
Ace’s leg to heal it.

In the cellar, Rachel and Allison study the
transmat pad and deduce its function. The
Doctor enters, carrying Ace’s baseball bat.

He uses it to destroy the Daleks’ device
in a shower of sparks but in doing so,
drains the bat of its charge. “Weapons.
Always useless in the end,” he says.

Mr Ratcliffe walks through a cemetery and
stops at a new grave. There is an omega
symbol on the headstone. He smiles. He
finds a long, steel pole and forces it into the
newly dug earth. When it hits something, it
gives off a pulsating form of energy.

Onboard the Dalek mothership high
above Earth, the energy is detected.
A Dalek screeches, “It is the Hand of
Omegal Inform the Emperor Dalek!”

Ratcliffe’s men are soon digging up
the Hand of Omega. The little girl who
watched the Doctor at Coal Hill School
arrives to observe them.

The Emperor Dalek arrives on the
mothership’s bridge. It has a large domed
head. It orders the assault shuttle to be
prepared. The Emperor is informed that
Renegade Dalek agents are in the area.

Everyone reconvenes at Harry’s café for
lunch. The Doctor sits at a table, deep
in thought. Gilmore expects advice from
Rachel, but she is deeply frustrated by
her lack of understanding of the alien
technology they are facing. She angrily
admits that the Doctor is their only
hope now. The Doctor asks Gilmore to
establish a base at the school. He and
his men leave. The Doctor tells Ace
that he is simply trying to keep Gilmore
busy, leaving the Imperial and Renegade
Daleks free to battle each other.

The Doctor refers to Gilmore as ‘Group Captain Chunky

Gilmore’ in a scene in Part Three, and wonders why

his men call him that. This piece of dialogue had its

origins in the story’s production, as actor Simon Williams

revealed: “Ah, ‘Chunky’! Well, the stage directions in Ben

Aaronovitch’s script kept describing Gilmore as ‘whipping

out his chunky service revolver’ or ‘shooting the Daleks

with his chunky’. So, the cast would tell me to get out

my chunky, show them my chunky or fire my chunky,

and | became known as ‘Chunky’ in rehearsals. Then,

unbeknownst to me, it leaked into the script and my

character was renamed Captain ‘Chunky’ Gilmore.

| think viewers must have imagined that Gilmore used to

be a very fat man! But it’s still quite a good name, isn’t it?”

Williams added, “I remember [director] Andrew Morgan

calling me in post-production to re-voice a couple of scenes. ‘Do you want
to know why you’re never going to play a straight action hero?’ he said.
‘Every time you fire that bloody revolver, you blink your eyes and wince!’”
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The Hand of Omega is brought into
Ratcliffe’s builders’ yard. Ratcliffe informs
the Renegade Dalek controller and then
phones his spy, Mike Smith.

The Doctor describes the history of the
Hand of Omega to Ace. “It was Omega
who created the supernova that was

the initial power source for Gallifreyan
time-travel experiments,” he explains.
“The Hand of Omega is a mythical name
for Omega’s remote stellar manipulator.”
The Daleks can already travel in time but
only in a “crude and nasty” manner. The
Hand would allow them to perfect their
time-travel abilities. Ace is surprised to
hear that the Doctor wants the Daleks to
have the Hand. He admits that he wasn’t
expecting two rival Dalek factions to
arrive in London. He needs to make sure
the wrong faction doesn’t get it.

IMMOBILISELD gissusugigug

Andrew Morgan recalled the location
filming for Remembrance of the
Daleks in a 1999 interview: “We had
chosen a cobbled location for Mr
Ratcliffe’s yard, and we were rather
worried about the Daleks going

over them. Stuart Brisdon, who

was the special effects designer,

said, ‘Don’t worry, I'll make you an
all-terrain Dalek!” He used these

big wheelbarrow wheels instead of
castors, but when it came to shooting
and the little man got inside his Dalek,
there was no room for him to move
his feet at all. It was a complete
failure, and poor Stuart got very
frustrated and had to put the castors
back on and tracking boards down!”



Ratcliffe’s men take the Hand of Omega off
the truck and place it inside the building.
They are promptly killed by the Renegade
Daleks. Ratcliffe is horrified. “What have
you done to those men?! They were on our
side!” he yells at the Renegade controller.
“You are a slave, Ratcliffe,” the controller
replies, turning around and removing its
helmet. The face of the little girl from the
cemetery is revealed. “You were born to
serve the Daleks,” she says. Daleks move
into the room. The Black Dalek orders the
activation of the Time Controller. The little
girl goes to a desk and pulls out a large
transparent sphere with strange energies
dancing inside it. “Time Controller activated,”
she says. “Calculating coordinates.”

The Renegade Daleks move into the street,
observed by the Doctor and Ace. The pair
sneak into Ratcliffe’s yard and find the
dead men and the Hand of Omega. The
Doctor pats the casket and smiles. “You
know what you’ve got to do, don’t you?”
he asks. A few tiny squeaking sounds
come from within the casket in reply.

The Doctor and Ace enter Ratcliffe’s office
and find the chair the little girl was sitting
in. The Doctor deduces that it is a battle
computer designed for a human child. He

explains that the Daleks are too dependent
on logic but they overcome this by taking
young, imaginative humans and enslaving
their creativity to their battle computers.
The pair find the Time Controller. The
Doctor puts his fingers around the sphere
and switches it off, but explains that the
Renegade Daleks will be able to fix it —

he simply wants to slow them down. “|
don’t want to lumber Earth with a load of
desperate Daleks,” he says. He plucks

a card out of mid-air and places it on
the Time Controller. The pair hide as

the Black Dalek, Ratcliffe and the little
girl re-enter the office. The girl finds the
disabled Time Controller and sees the
card on it — it has the Doctor’s signature.
“Exterminate the Doctor! Crush all
resistance!” the Black Dalek commands.

The Doctor and Ace meet Mike back

at the school. Mike asks Ace out to

the pictures when all this is over. Their
romantic moment is interrupted by
approaching Daleks. They retreat inside
the school. “I don’t get it,” Mike says.
“They’ve got the Hand of Omega. Why
don’t they just leave?” The Doctor asks
him how he knew about the Hand. Mike
hesitates. “Ace told me,” he replies. Ace
knows this is a lie. She approaches Mike,
hurling insults at him. “He’s selling us out
to the Daleks!” she yells at Gilmore.

The Renegade Daleks clash with the
soldiers at the school. When the Imperial
Dalek shuttlecraft is detected entering
Earth’s atmosphere, the Renegades
withdraw to protect the Hand of Omega.

Ace watches them leave from the window
of the science room. “Wimps!” she yells.

Allison and Rachel’s remarks in Harry’s
café: “| wish Bernard was here,” and
“British Rocket Group’s got its own
problems,” were sly references to the
three Quatermass serials produced
between 1953-58 by the BBC. They
were science-fiction stories written

by Nigel Kneale that featured the
adventures of Professor Bernard
Quatermass, the head of a scientific
team known as the British Rocket
Group. Quatermass dealt with alien
intrusions on Earth. The TV serials were
hugely popular at the time and were

a major influence on Doctor Who, in
particular the Earthbound period of
the series in the 70s starring the Third
Doctor, Jon Pertwee.

Rachel enters with a report of a radar
contact. The Doctor realises that it is the

Imperial shuttlecraft approaching, just
as he was hoping. Gilmore is alarmed.

“What? They’re not landing a spaceship W
here?” he asks. The Doctor assures him

that the school is much too far away from

the main action. Suddenly the room is

filled with a roaring sound. Ace ducks

for cover, narrowly avoiding being cut

to pieces by glass as the windows are
blown inward by a huge force.

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Take the interior and base of the cylindrical attachment. Fit the top on to the base: four pegs on the top of part

A second cylindrical unit has
been fitted to the control centre
and containers/pipework have
been assembled.
